Hip, Hip, Hooray for the Hot Summer Days! This past week it wasn’t only the weather that was hot, but
the Stage 5's were on fire!l Let's have a look at what they have been up to.

The Stage 5 Starfish class has been learning about atoms to help them understand electricity. Their
baking recipe allowed them to make 'atomic cookies' with different coloured protons, neutrons and
electrons to see electricity in action as it heated up the oven. They certainly were delicious cookies!

The Jellyfish class is currently investigating these questions: “What is on the inside and what does it
look like2” This week their class took a closer look at sound. They started doing so, by making a list of
sounds that popped into their minds. Here are examples from their list: the sound of waves, the sound
of a swing, clicking of fingers, walking in snow, digging in the sand, screaming, singing and seashells.
The list was endless! They then discussed what these different sounds would look like, what they would
feel like, and what colour and shapes they would be. Their teacher, Ms Goosen, introduced the
amazing abstract artist, Kandinsky, to the children and they looked at his painting ‘Klamm
Improvisation’. She also challenged them to choose a specific sound and to think about how they could
represent this sound by using colours, shapes and paint.

The Stage 5 Penguins are currently enjoying their ‘Around the World’ provocation. They have
investigated 7 continents as well as the different oceans there are to explore across the world. They are
very excited to find out more about our country, South Africa, our different languages and popular
foods.

There are so many beautiful things to explore and investigate around us, and the ELS children love
doing so through books.
